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1 When vou are ready to complete your circuit rub off
the etch resist from the copper strips using wire
wool.
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Next insert the components in the correct position,
from the underside of the board.
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Using a soldering iron with a clean bit, heat up a
joint, wait for a moment and then apply the solder
to the joint. Remove the iron and solder and allow
the joint to cool. Repeat for all the connections.

Note Any movement of a joint before it sets will
create a dry joint having a poor electrical connection.

4 When soldering transistors and diodes, or other
components which can be damaged by heat, always
use a heatsink — a pair of pointed pliers can be used
for this purpose.
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
